Rotational testing is receiving a great deal of attention

The advantages cited for rotational testing include these:
“multiple graded stimuli can be applied in a relatively short
period of time, the test is well-tolerated by patients and the
stimulus is unrelated to the physical features of the external
ear and temporal bone.”3
