Recently we had an opportunity to record nystagmus during
an acute Meniere’s attack in a 60-year-old female with the
diagnosis of right Meniere’s disease. The diagnosis was
based on episodic vertigo and tinnitus and fluctuating sen-
sorineural hearing loss in the right ear. The patient was
undergoing an ENG examination and had completed the sac-
cade, gaze, tracking, optokinetic, and positional tests, and a
cool caloric irrigation of each ear — all of which yielded nor-
mal results. While waiting for the next caloric irrigation, she
suddenly became acutely vertiginous. Eye movement

lcs recording was begun almost immediately with the patient in

. the caloric test position with eyes closed. The tracing showed
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
